1. Traditional Long-Term Care (LTC) Insurance:

Potentially limited benefit. Overall product value will not be realized if the insured does not qualify for and utilize the LTC benefit.
Minimal death benefit. The death benefit is smaller when compared with other life insurance solutions.

© CONS Proof of expenses incurred. Depending on the policy, you may need to provide evidence that you have incurred qualified LTC
expenses in order to receive benefits.
Reduced death benefit potential. The money you use while alive for your long-term care needs will reduce the amount of benefit
your family receives upon your death.

You have access to a pool of money that provides a death benefit to your family if you die, but you can also
accelerate your access to it if you need it while you're alive and you qualify.
Complements many life insurance strategies. A chronic illness rider is available on most of our permanent life insurance products.
Price stability. There are typically no rate increases for existing coverage.
No restrictions, no receipts. Use the money for anything, including medical and non-medical expenses.
Terminal illness benefit.* Some chronic illness riders will also provide a benefit if you are terminally ill.

© CONS Benefit payout limits. The amount available to you can be subject to IRS limits.
Reduced death benefit potential. The money you use while alive for your chronic or terminal iliness needs will reduce and can
eliminate the amount of benefit your family receives upon your death.
